"And it was good to feel myself in the middle of the story rather than the end of 
the story." Black Cadillac,her record of loss and remembrance, was released 
earlier this year in January; it ends with a tribute in the "final track, 71 minutes 
of silence. They were both 71 when they died."  

Cash has said that Black Cadillac has been a needed part of her recovery. It has 
become her Celebration of Life.
